Give states the option to receive the NDNH Proactive Match Record with the submitted address if the address does not pass FINALIST.

FCR processing is being modified as follows: If an NDNH Proactive Match Response contains an address that fails the FCR’s address scrubbing routines, the FCR will allow the states the option to receive the incorrect address along with the Address Scrubbing Code.

Impact: States will have the option (which they can exercise by sending in a form that OCSE will provide) to receive NDNH Proactive Match response records that fail the address scrubbing routines.  This minimizes state impact.
States will be allowed the option of receiving the incorrect address in a Proactive Match Record along with the Address Scrubbing Code.

States will have additional information available from which leads may develop.  This can improve location and employment information.
In the Regional Data Quality calls, states asked to have the originally submitted address returned to them, even if the address failed address scrubbing.  Some states felt they could still use the address and wanted to be able to receive the information.

FCR processing is being modified as follows: If an NDNH Locate Response contains an Employee Record for which the employee’s address is blank, the FCR will not return that record. (This will make Locate processing consistent in this respect with Proactive Match processing, which does not return a record in which the address is blank.)

No state impact. 
The employee record would only contain SSN/name if no address information is present.  It is not beneficial to the states to get this record if there is no address information to process.  Eliminating this record, when address information is not present, would reduce the amount of information the states have to process. Most states dump these records because they are of little use.
In the Regional Data Quality calls, states asked that the Employee Record not be sent if the employee’s address is missing.

A new transaction type will be provided to allow a name change to be submitted.  The previously-submitted name(s) will be stored and archived by OCSE. For cases that are at FMS, the newly submitted name will be sent to FMS as an alias name. For cases that are not yet at FMS, only the changed name will be provided when the case is submitted to FMS. All name(s) submitted to FMS would be available for an offset match. OCSE will have access to archived names for research. For cases at DoS, a Delete Transaction will be sent for the previously-submitted name along with the Add Transaction that contains the new name.

Impact: States will have the option of sending Name Change Transactions.
Improve the ability to collect offsets by allowing alias names to be submitted to FMS.  

Maintain better data synchronization between OCSE and the states.

Increase the likelihood of denying passports by allowing correction on name.
